Within the Company, Mr Paul Carroll has a particular responsibility for health and safety issues and identifying training needs. In addition, an outside consultancy, C&G Safety & Environmental Ltd, are employed for more specialist advice and training. Problems in the implementation of the Policy should be addressed in the first instance to Mr Carroll.

The routine monitoring and review of health and safety issues will be undertaken by site management in combination with the consultancy, where needed, during projects which warrant this service.  Where applicable, management will hold consultation with employees on matters which affect their health & safety, via Notice Boards, Tool Box Talks and direct communication.
